DIRECTOR'S NOTES
Gianna Soave (Co-Director of Kodachrome):
When I read Kodachrome, the first thing that caught my eye was the layers of the play. I was pulled in by the way the show sums up life’s complexities into a single photograph
Kodachrome is a slice of life yet is centered around the concept of death, two themes that are contradicting but completely complementary.
Our hope for the concept of this play is that it reads as a projection of how life ebbs and flows. Change is inevitable and I feel that this show really highlights that. We wanted to
create an ambience that combines the muted colors of everyday life with the vibrance of the supernatural and unexplained.
In short, Kodachrome is not an easily explainable play. This is why we hope during your time watching, you can find a moment to relate to or a scene that you can see yourself in.
At the end of the day Kodachrome is a piece about life, and it is your choices and your experiences that decide how you interpret it
Drew and I have had so much fun directing this play, and we really hope that you enjoy! )

Drew Alemazkour (Co-Director of Kodachrome):
When I first learned about Kodachrome I thought it was a cute play. But once I read it, I fell in love with the beauty of the play from its harsh but all too real dynamics and
situations.
The down to earth feel is just enough to play your heart and then pull you from the deep with its humor as you float onto the next scene on an airy cloud. This show combines the
supernatural with the everyday, be it the good or the bad. It shows us an inside look to situations that are not uncommon and it shows us as heavy as it may get.
There is always light at the end of the tunnel and Sometimes that light has more color than the side you started on. When Gianna Soave and I began working on this show our
main goal was to preserve the feelings we got from the script and then amplify them further on the stage. We hope that you all get to feel the beauty of this show and cherish it
in the same way we have.
